coats, outdoor shoes etc.).

Children will have access to outdoor play in all 
weathers. Please ensure your child comes to nursery 
in weather appropriate clothing, for example, wearing 
a waterproof jacket and wellies on wet days.

The cost of snack remains at £1.50 per week this 
year.  Please pay any snack money on a Monday to 
the member of staff at the painting table.
